Piling Works 
Piling works are scheduled to commence on 26 January 
2026 and will continue for one week only. 
 
As previously advised, we will be using screw piling, a 
quieter, low-vibration method of constructing strong 
foundations. This approach helps to minimise noise and 
disruption for nearby residents.
